Terms & Conditions

FIFA Beach Soccer World Cup Dubai 2009 General Terms & Conditions for the Use of
Tickets (GTCs)

1. Any use of FIFA Beach Soccer World Cup Dubai 2009 (“Event”) match tickets
("Tickets") and admission to the stadia shall be subject to these GTCs and other rules
(“Rules") established by FIFA, the local organising committee (“LOC"), the Event ticketing
bureau, police and law enforcement officials, and the stadium owner (collectively
“Authorities”). The complete version of these GTCs is available on www.FIFA.com and in
the Event ticket bureau. Anyone who purchases, holds or uses Tickets (“Ticket Holder")
shall be deemed to have agreed to these GTCs.

2. A Ticket is revocable. Authorities may cancel and/or require the return of Tickets and/or
refuse admission or expel a person from the stadium if Ticket Holder is in violation of these
GTCs, without any refund.

3. Subject to the applicable laws and regulations, Ticket Holders acknowledge that their
movement in and around the stadium is at their own risk.

4. Ticket Holders are prohibited (except for non-commercial, private purposes) from
recording, transmitting, or in any other manner disseminating over any media any image,
sound, text or description or result of any match of the Event.

5. Ticket Holders shall be deemed to have given irrevocable consent to the use by FIFA or
its designees, free of charge, of voice, image and likeness in any video display, broadcast or
other transmission or recording, photographs, or any other media, taken or recorded at the
Event.

6. Neither Ticket Holder nor any other person is entitled to sell Tickets without the prior
written approval of FIFA and/or the LOC.

7. For security reasons, and the orderly and smooth implementation of the Event, Ticket
Holders must follow the orders of Authorities and the security staff.

8. It is prohibited to take into the stadium any object capable of constituting a weapon or
any ostensibly visible promotional, commercial, political or religious item of whatever
nature including but not limited to, banners, signs, symbols and leaflets.
